The space available on each panel is 1600mm (5ft) high and 1000 mm (39 inches) wide, after allowing
for an Alton Society header sign along the top (which we will provide).

We ask that you attach your pictures, text, art work etc on to card in advance, so that it is easy to mount
on the panels. This is to help us, and you, mount them quickly and reduce the amount of Velcro needed.
